Don’t be a victim of car crime

Thefts from cars is an issue in the Dittons

and Hinchley Wood. Please take our car

crime prevention advice:

* Remove the key and lock the car
whenever you leave it

» When leaving your car unattended,
retract the aerial, ensure windows and
sunroof are closed, lock the doors and
turn on the alarm

* Remove your radio/CD player and
sat-nav — wipe sucker marks off the
windscreen and dashboard

» Don’t leave mobile phones, clothing,
handbags, briefcases, wallets, laptops
or loose change in your car

» Don’t leave valuable items in the glove
compartment

 Lock luggage in the boot

» Never leave children or pets alone in
a vehicle

» Have the registration number etched on
the windows

» Use lockable wheel nuts and fuel cap

» Keep your registration document, MOT
and insurance certificate at home.

Action on speeding and
problem parking

You highlighted speeding as an issue of
great concern in Long Ditton, particularly in
Ditton Hill Road, Ewell Road and Thorkhill
Road. Our traffic teams responded by
conducting speed enforcement at these
locations, issuing numerous fixed penalty
notices and summonses while at the same

time providing a high-visibility deterrent to
regular users of those roads.

Inconsiderate and obstructive parking
is a big problem too. Our Roads Policing
Unit has been paying particular attention
to the High Street, Watts Road and
Ashley Road in Thames Ditton; and to
Eastmont Road and Hillmont Road near
Hinchley Wood Railway Station. Fixed
penalty notices were issued in cases
where obstruction was in evidence and
advice offered to errant motorists in
locations with an absence of enforceable
parking restrictions.

Surrey County Council is currently
reviewing the situation with a view to
possibly implementing new signs and
parking restrictions in some of the
above locations.

Meanwhile, we have embarked on an
education campaign in an effort to raise
awareness about this contentious issue.

You told us things like bad parking, speeding, tailgating and people talking
on their mobiles when driving are big concerns in local communities. We're
responding by joining forces with Surrey County Council to launch our
SMART driving campaign - a countywide crackdown on these and other
anti-social driving habits that affect everyone. As a result you'll notice more
policing activity on roads in your neighbourhood over the year ahead.

Surrey’s 106 Safer Neighbourhood Teams, trained in the use of speed detection
and vehicle recognition equipment, are working alongside our Casualty Reduction
Officers to make Surrey’s roads and neighbourhoods safer. Community and School
SpeedWatch schemes are involved too, while education will be another vital part
of our SMART driving campaign. Students from 11-17 will receive Road Safety
presentations at schools, a Speed Awareness course will inform errant drivers of
the dangers of reckless road use — and regular Roadside Education & Enforcement
Days targeting ‘vehicle defects’ and giving advice about ‘journey preparation’ and
‘driving green’ are planned throughout 2009 - 2010.

 Display a Surrey Police ‘no trick or treat’ sticker™ if you don’t want to be
disturbed

» Use your door chain if you decide to open the door

» Keep the contact number of a relative or good neighbour handy

Kids! Only go ‘Trick or Treating’ with friends or family — never alone

» Take an adult with you or tell an adult where you’re going.

» Avoid dark, lonely places

» Respect ‘no trick or treat’ notices

* Never knock on a stranger’s door or accept an invitation to go into a house
* If someone doesn’t open their door they may be frightened — so walk away

Fireworks: Did you know it is now illegal...

* To set off or throw fireworks in public

» To possess fireworks in public if under -18

» To possess public display fireworks if you are not a professional pyrotechnist
 To set off fireworks after 11pm (midnight on 5 November)
