


When the Weybridge Neighbourhood 
Panel meeting voted speeding in St 
George’s Avenue as a priority issue, 
we quickly established a Community 
Speedwatch scheme in the area. This 
proved an instant success.

Speedwatch involves local volunteers 
being trained to record the registration 
numbers of speeding vehicles. Police 
then send a warning letter to the 
registered keeper of each offending 
vehicle. If caught a second time a final 
warning letter is delivered. Any further 
offences may result in a fine or penalty 
points on a licence. 

To identify areas where graffiti and criminal 
damage are prevalent we will be carrying 
out joint patrols with the Elmbridge 
Borough Council Environmental Care 
Department, to ensure that action is 
taken to clear those areas.

The Safer Neighbourhood Team 
continually tries to create opportunities 
for you to meet us to discuss any issues 
you may have or ask for our advice. Why 
not have your say and meet the team at 
one of our panel meetings? Details for 
the next meeting are included on the 
back page.

There had been a recent increase in 
crime and damage to vehicles. During 
the hot weather some residents left cars 
unsecured, either leaving windows open 
or not locking the vehicle. This invited 
subsequent thefts in which high value 
items were stolen.

Several laptops were also taken from 
car boots in Elmbridge. Did you know that 
thieves committing auto crime now have 
equipment that can detect electronic 
items stored in the boot?

When leaving your car please ensure 
that it is locked and alarmed, and if 
possible take valuable items with you.

Thefts from local sheds and garages 
have also increased. Again, please 
secure bicycles and garden equipment 
and lock all outbuildings to deter 
potential burglars.

Neighbourhood Watch
Neighbourhood Watch schemes exist across Surrey and are 
effective in reducing crime. For details of your local scheme or 
how to set a new one up call your neighbourhood officer.

You told us things like bad parking, speeding, tailgating and people talking 
on their mobiles when driving are big concerns in local communities. We’re  
responding by joining forces with Surrey County Council to launch our 
SMART driving campaign - a countywide crackdown on these and other 
anti-social driving habits that affect everyone. As a result you’ll notice more  
policing activity on roads in your neighbourhood over the year ahead. 

Surrey’s 106 Safer Neighbourhood Teams, trained in the use of speed detection 
and vehicle recognition equipment, are working alongside our Casualty Reduction 
Officers to make Surrey’s roads and neighbourhoods safer. Community and School 
SpeedWatch schemes are involved too, while education will be another vital part 
of our SMART driving campaign. Students from 11-17 will receive Road Safety 
presentations at schools, a Speed Awareness course will inform errant drivers of 
the dangers of reckless road use – and regular Roadside Education & Enforcement 
Days targeting ‘vehicle defects’ and giving advice about ‘journey preparation’ and 
‘driving green’ are planned throughout 2009 - 2010.

Feeling vulnerable on Halloween?
•	 Display a Surrey Police ‘no trick or treat’ sticker* if you don’t want to be 

disturbed 
•	 Use your door chain if you decide to open the door 
•	 Keep the contact number of a relative or good neighbour handy 

Kids! Only go ‘Trick or Treating’ with friends or family – never alone 
•	 Take an adult with you or tell an adult where you’re going. 
•	 Avoid dark, lonely places
•	 Respect ‘no trick or treat’ notices 
•	 Never knock on a stranger’s door or accept an invitation to go into a house
•	 If someone doesn’t open their door they may be frightened – so walk away 

Fireworks: Did you know it is now illegal...
•	 To set off or throw fireworks in public 
•	 To possess fireworks in public if under -18
•	 To possess public display fireworks if you are not a professional pyrotechnist
•	 To set off fireworks after 11pm (midnight on 5 November)
If you feel threatened on Halloween or become victim to firework-related anti-
social behaviour, call us on 0845 125 2222. In an emergency dial 999.
